Established in 1987 to raise funds for Lions Journey for Sight, the Lions Cavalcade program went 
through several changes before becoming instrumental in funding and exhibiting aspects of  the 
Associationõs TDRP in 1996. 
Although there are four Lions districts in Alberta/NWT, the Lions adopted the Canadian 
Diabetes Association divisions of  Northern and Southern Alberta. Annually, they raise funds that 
cover the costs of  TDRP vans in both divisions, operating out of  home bases in Edmonton and 
Calgary.

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Taber Service Clubs Raise $35,374.97 for Red Cross Haiti Relief 
 
(LETHBRIDGE, Feb 11, 2010) ð Four service and fraternal organizations came together for the first time to host 
a spaghetti dinner and silent auction on January 31st, 2010, raising $35,374.97 for the Red Crossõ Haiti Earthquake 
Fund. With two weeks of planning, this collective roused immense support from the town of Taber. Dozens of 
stores donated silent auction items or food products, and the Municipal District and town of Taber also supported 
the event with donations. Eighty community members volunteered, and Red Cross volunteers were on hand to 
help out and answer questions. Over nine-hundred tickets were sold, and attendees included Senator Joyce Fair-
burn, Medicine Hat MP LeVar Payne, MLA Broyce Jacobs, and Mayor Ray Bryant.   
 
Representatives from each club were at the Red Cross office in Lethbridge on February 10th, 2010 to present a 
cheque for $32,070.95 (another $3,304.02  from the event was received directly by the Red Cross). Garry Bolig 
from the Taber Lions Club, John Hymanyk from the Taber Kinsmen, Ben Koersen from the Kiwanis Club of 
Taber, and Bruce Christensen from the Knights of Columbus, met with Red Cross staff Shirley Diaz, Provincial 
Manager of Community Outreach, and Natasha Fairweather, Fund Development Coordinator.   
 
òWe are thrilled to see this level of support,ó commented Fairweather, òTaber has shown itself to be the little 
community that could. This money will do so much good for the people of Haiti.ó  
The Red Cross continues to respond to a powerful earthquake that struck off the western coast of Haiti on Jan. 12, 
2010. It is estimated that 3 million people have been affected. The Red Cross is committed to supporting people in 
Haiti through the initial critical period by providing emergency health care, relief items, shelter and support, but 
also throughout the recovery, reconstruction and development phases that will be required to build a stronger, 
healthier and more resilient community. This includes building back the operational capacity of the Haitian Red 
Cross, reconstruction of buildings, livelihoods and communities and wide-scale investment in disaster risk reduc-
tion
